IDl1ch money to buy corn from abroad. But these
tillO harvests are well known, so I need not enlarge.,
A! soon as the harvest was over in 1800, the poor
began to complain what martyrs they had bee!), and
IOIdall they could part with to go through the dearth
of 1799; but now they said there was another year
come, ill which they should be starved to death; and
lIliIly,l was told, dropped down dead in the streets
for want. This wounded me to the heart; and I
tbought with myself, why should the Lord afflict
tbe innocent with the guilty? Why should a whol~

nation suffer, because of the unbelief of a few clergy,
that did not feel the distresses of the harvest? And
I was earnest in prayer, that the Lord would look
dowil in mercy upon the poor; but I was answered:
Thau knowest not what man is, It is not for flilir
unbeliefonly, but the unbelief of the whole nation;
and were thy writings abroad in the world, thou
lI'ouldest find the same Uflbelief in the poor thou
bast in the ricR I and the same unbelief in man­
kind thou hast found in them. Therefore I sent
\bet to ~hepherds after their own hearts. Bljt then
IlVas allswered, the Lord would look irr pity upon.
tbe poor; and set the signs for blessings, and not
for judgments. There should be three years of go04
harvem; and if 'the ministers I had written to would
not come forwa,rd to search out the truth, t he Lord
hd other ministers that would come forward; and
for their sakes the harvests should come; which is
printed in my first book, p, 18, where the harvests
are mentioned. Bur if unbelief abounded in the
tbr,ee years the Lon;! set the signs for blessings, he
