HAVING published to the world such won­
drous prophecies, as many are at a loss to

live credit to, and others judge it the disorder ofa
confused brain, I shall inlOrm my readers, that my
head was so disordered from my youth up, and so

.were the heads of my forefathers; therefore, if the
world judge, that a firm belief in the Lord, relying
00 aU the truths of the Bible, coming from men in­
spired by God, and the words Iet\ on record by
ClUr blessed Lord and Saviour, is madness to believe,
I was born mad, and 10 wa.J my mother before me,
II they will see in the volume of this book, from
the abort account I shall give of my life.

Prom my early age, the fear of the Lord wu
deeply placed on my naiad and heart. Reading
the gospel of Christ, and all the persecutions he
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went tbmllgb. JIlade me lQve him and fear lO"of­
fend him; and I fi It my heart burn with indiona,.
tion against his accusers; and that as I gre~v in
years I grew in grace, and in the fear of the Lord.
I shall omit particulars at present, and come to
some singular circumstances that happened to my
family, which made me believe, in my early age,
that the Lord spake by dreams and visions of the
night, and that the angels of the Lord are minis­
tring spirits, to administer to the heirs of salva­
tion.

I shaH quote one instance that happened to my
father's luother; w.hich cunvillced me tbe Lord
was round our beds, and in our paths, the same
now as he was in ages past; to day, yesterday,
and for ever the same, as I shall infer from my
father's brother, who was a remarkably religious
young man, from his youth up: and when he was
desired to take more pleasure in the world than he
did. he made this reply, "I cannot live as others
., do; this is no world to me, neither will my life
.. be long in it.~ He was then mate of a ship;
and when he took leave of my father, be desired
him to live for a better world; and said, "he
.. hoped they should meet in glory; but did not
" think they should ever meet together again in
.. this world." In this manner he took leave of
all his friends, an,d so bade them farewell. When
he was retllrning' home, he wrote a letter to h.is
mother, signifying that he sIlould go in a ship
bound for London. and leave the ship destined
for Topsham; as he inteJ;lded to go and see his
father's family. But my grandmother had be.en
warned of his death in a dream; aDd informed 111m
by letter that she had been troubled in dreams con­
cerning him, and that she sh,ould never rest con­
teJ;lted untilshe had seen bim. To oblige his mo'
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ther, he altered llis minrl, and sailed in tbe ship­
bound for Topsham; the captain of which disco­
vering another ship many leagues before him.
said he would be in Topsham before her; and, in
order to effect which, he steered his ship a nearer
course j and she running on a rock was dashed to
pieces; all the crew, except one man, went to the
bottom, who saved himself on a broken plank,
and was picked np by another vessel passing by ;
and who, on bis arrival at Topsham, related the
circum.s.tant:e of the ship's perishing, as above de­
scribed. Here was my uncle's foreknowledge of
his death, and my grandmother's dream, verified
together. This singular instance, with many others,
I neve~ looked on any other than a sure sign that
the Lord was with us, as in ages past; but now it
is explained to me, that those things which have
bappened in OtH famiLy were designed as w~rn­

ings to the nations, that the end of all thlllgs
was at hand. I shall now give the explanation,
as communicated to qle by the Spirit.

Having ended with the explanation of my fa­
ther's brother I shall fJere add a singular instance
of my mothe~'s hrother; who was, like the for­
mer, a remarkably religious young man; and
was so intimately acquainted with the young Mr.
Dagworthy that they were like brothers, and
were ;llway; together every opportunitr they.cc:'uld
spare. Their conversation was of th.mgs diVIne;
aud their observations and reflections on the
wondrous works of Providence were deep, and
deep were their writings. But the almust sudden
death of the young Mr. Dagworthy s~Dk d~p
in my uncle's heart: as my mother a.dvlsed hIm
in a letter that Mr. Dagworthy was I~I; but my
uncle not judging him dangerous, tarned to settle
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5?~e ~ffai~s for his mother, and did not go to
VISit hIm tJll a week after; when, on coming to
the house, in hopes of finding his friend better he
met his co~pse at the door. This sudden sh~ck
so took my uncle's heart, tbat whether it was the
death of Mr. Daglvorthy, or the reflections of
his own mind and heart, because l1e had not
gone and seen him sooner, n:mained unknown to
all his fl;ends; but the shock went deep, and a
melancholy preyed on his spirits; his sorrows
seemed too 'great to bear; and to fly from them,
he one moming said to his mother, I will go out
and see the ground, while you get the breakfast.
She waited witl) impatience bis return till nine or
ten, and then began to fear his absence. She
sent to seek him, but to no purpose. All the
family began to be alarmed, but ,'ain and fn'it­
less was every search. They tried all the ponds,
and sent to all his friends; but to no purpose;
~one that knew him had seen him. At length my
grandmother gave herself' np to prayer, and she

Here I shall proceed a little further, to shew y
readers hpw 1 was taught, from my early age; the
Lord is the same to-oay, yesteroay, and for ever
as 1 was instructed from my mother, whose earnest
prayers were fur her chil?ren, before they were
born, tJJat they might be hke Samuel, to wait on
the Lord, and like Timothy to seek him in their
yout.h. I heard her repeat these words concerning
JUe; She said, "she had great faith, great com­
fort, and great promises made to her iiJ prayer for
me, before 1 was born, and ever since; and if 1
IVas a wrestling J acou, I should be a prevailing
IsraeL" And I remember her saying tht;.se words,
"Joanna, my dear child! mayest thou be a mo­
" ther in Israel." These things 1 never understood
further than that they applied to my own salva­
tion, and I pondered them deep in my heart.

I shall leave particulars, and come to the death
of a neighbour, who sunk deeply in my mind and
heart, before 1 was 15 years of age. The man \vas
a professed atheist. 1'be l1ight before he died,
his wife requested my mother would permit orre of
her daughters to stay up by him; and she sent
me. At midnight the room soook as though it
had been shaken by thunder. The dying man
rose up in his lled, and spake, with a voice most
dreadful, U there is a great black dog down in
the window." 1 went to compose him; bat the
dying man replied with more fury, U you thi~k.1
am li!!:llt, but 1 am not; 'I tell you the deVIl IS

there:' This shockeo my very beart and soul;
the bed shook under him, and the man trembled
with great fear. It is impossible to pen what 1
fdt. This continued an hour, and then all was
hushed to silence. 1 do not remem bel', in all this
time, that be once called on the Lord to bay,
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mercy up~n him. This made a deep impression
on my mmd and heart, and made me tear .
more than death. .Weighty were my motQ:~~
words to me concemmg him.

I shall leave other particulars, and come to m
moth~r's death, which happened a few years aftJ

a neIghbour to Sl~ by ~er, not supposing her end
was so near. At eight 1D t~e morning (about an
hour.after we left her) she said to Mrs. Ven her time
was but short and rejoiced in the hour ~f death.
" As to my children, said she, I must leave them 10
~he Lo:d; but tell Joanna to ~ome up to me: I
~m~edlalely obeyed her summons; but the doctor
havlDg been th.ere just before, and not conceiving
her death so 11Igh, my sister tarried to finish her
butter, and I went lip alone. When I came, she
took me by the hand, and said, "My dear cbild I
st.an.d h~re, .and learn to die; live in Christ, for to
die In hIm IS great gain. What profit would all
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the world be to me now, if I had it to leave to
)'ou and I myself was lost ? You are a maid of
liveiy spirits and great courage; let your courage
be strong in the Lord; cast all thy care on him,
for he' careth for thee; commit all thy ways unto
the Lord, as he will direct thy goings; and the
blessing of God be with thee, my dear child!"
then fastening her dying hand in mine, she tried
to utter more words; and my father and sister en­
~ring the room just as she had done addressing
me, she endeavoured to speak to them, but her
voice failed her, .and she fell asleep in the Lord
with her dying hand closed in mine. It is fruit­
less to pen what we all felt on so sudden a ~hange

ill my mother, as she bad not been long Ill, and
no one had reason to judge her dissolution so
near•

My mother's dying words so strongly impressed
mv mind, that, reflecting on the different shapes I
h;d seen death, in the man, and in my mother, it
made me weary heaven with prayers, to have some
assurance' which were increased, till at length I
was powe:fully qllestioned, "What is thy petition,
and what is thy request?" I replied, Lord, thou
knowest· a new heart. I was answered, " A new
heart I ~ill give thee, and a pew spirit I will put
within thee; I will write my laws upon thy
heart, and I will put my Spirit in thy inner parts,
so that thou shalt have the Spirit of God to bear
witness with thy spirit, that tbou art a child of
God, whereby thou shalt cry Abba, Father, my
Lord, and my God." ~t. th~se words my fears
vani6hed; I began to reJoice ID. the God of my
salvation, and began to have a lively and.strong
faith in the Lord' and shortly after I was put to
the trial of my 'faith; as I was inwardly told
wbat would happen concerning my father, which
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my father thouglit madness ili me to belieyc· and
asked me, if I thought the Lord lVould work mi.
racles, as he did for the children of Israel? I
said!, the Lord was as well able to do it now as
then; while some put their trust in cha;iots
and o~hers in horses, let Israel trust in the God
of their salvation:

'. Th;'ough him the weak confound the strong,
" Ancf cru,h their haughty foes;

" And SO thou quell',t the heatl\en's tongue,
.. That thee. and thine oppose."

My father thought my faith presumptuous; but
when he saw the Lord had done perfectly as I had
related, before the week was at an end, he bursted
into tears, and said, "Joanna, my dear child!
if I had faith like unto thee, I could freely con.
sent to be butnt in the flames. As the spirit of
Elijah fell upon Elisha, so has the spirit of thy
mqther fell upon thee. God hath revealed it
Ullto thee; thou art taught of God, and not of
man." I shall forbear descend ing to particulars,
and proceed to relate a singular circumstance
that happened some years after.

Having a desire to go abroad, I left my father's
home, and got a situation in a gentleman's family,
where my life was rendered miserable by a wick­
ed footman, who finding his base arts ineffectual,
studied nothing but revenge. I therefore thonght it
dangerous to abide in the house. On a Sunday, as
I was ill a field, bathed in tears, devout in prayers,
looking towards heaven, and earnestly supplica­
ting my. deliverance, I repeated these words;
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From this sad prison set me free,

And dangerous days to fnune,
Lord! thou wilt sure-deliYer m ,

And l shall praise thy name,
And holy men will join with me
